Current Events Assignment:   
· Find a significant news article (7 days current).  You may get your news article from either the internet or from a hard-copy newspaper.   If your article is from the internet, it must be at least 1 page long when it prints out.  If it is from a hard-copy newspaper, it must be at least 8 inches in length.  Cut out or print out your article and attach it to your written review.  Here are some online newspapers that you may use:

· Online newspapers:   Author’s last name, first name (if given).  “Title of Article.”   Title of overall website (e.g., cnn.com.) Version or Edition (if given).  Publisher or Sponsor of website,  Date of Publication.  Web.  Date of Access.  <URL network address>.

2. (4pts)  Summary of Article (1 paragraph in your own words—who, what, when, where, why, how?)

3.  (6 pts) Significance of the article.    (1 paragraph explaining why the article is significant.  In other words, why is it news?  Why is it important we know about this?)

4. (4pts) Opinion.  (1 paragraph stating and explaining your opinion of the news you just reviewed.) 

***You will also be graded on Writing Mechanics (4 pts).  In other words, are your sentences complete?  Do you have grammar or spelling errors?
